FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1.
What grades does FWCA offer?

Currently, we offer grades K4 – 12.  

2.
How good is the curriculum used at FWCA?

We use A Beka curriculum at every grade level beginning with kindergarten.  
Our K4 program uses the state-mandated curriculum “Creative Curriculum.”
3.
How qualified is the staff of FWCA?


Our staff brings years of educational experience, training, and expertise into the classroom and throughout the campus.  All classes have a certified teacher of record.  In addition, training workshops are held periodically for all staff members.  All teachers are evaluated annually, and the school principal is involved in instructional planning, practices, and implementation at all levels.  All teachers complete professional development hours annually.
FWCA uses A Beka’s program called “The DVD School.”  Courses are taught by one of A Beka’s master teachers from Pensacola Christian Academy in Florida (the home of A Beka curriculum).  Students receive direct instruction via DVD, and the classroom teacher provides supervision, individualized instruction, remediation, assistance with independent class work, and instruction in nonacademic subjects such as physical education, health, and enrichment.  DVD lessons for grades K – 5 are usually no longer than 20 minutes of direct instruction per subject.  Lessons for grades 6 – 12 range between 30 – 50 minutes for each subject, depending on grade level.  A sample orientation of the DVD school in action is offered before the school year begins.
4.
What types of fees can I expect if I enroll my child?

Registration Fee - $200.00 per student due at the time of enrollment.  This fee covers all books and materials needed by the student for the entire year.  This fee does not include regular school supplies such as notebooks, pencils, pens, etc. that each student is expected to have when school begins.  Tuition-paying K4 students pay the registration fee to assist with consumable materials they use throughout the year such as computer software, instructional DVD’s, school supplies not provided by parents, toiletries, and a variety of other “stuff” needed for those ages.
Tuition Fee - $225.00 per month for each student enrolled.  This fee is due by the 5th day of the month beginning in the month of August.  There are small reductions in tuition for enrolling more than two children at FWCA.

Lunch Fee - $2.00 per day for students who pay full price.  Parents are encouraged complete the application form for the federally funded School Breakfast and Lunch Program.  If approved, all meals may be free of charge or offered at a reduced rate.  Reduced price is $1.00 for lunch and $.60 for breakfast. 
Student Planners – Each student in grades K – 12 must purchase a student planner at the beginning of the school year.  Planners are $5.00.  Planners are used by teachers and parents to keep the lines of communication open at all times.  In addition, students record daily homework assignments, grades, and other important information in the student planner.

Extended Care – Fees for extended care either before school or after school will be provided at the beginning of the school year.  Students receiving before school care may arrive on campus as early as 7:00 a.m.  Students receiving after school care may be picked up as late at 5:00 p.m.  Tutoring and homework assistance will also be provided after school for an additional charge.

5.
How is the Bible integrated into the curriculum?
FWCA does not promote any religious affiliation.  We have a regular daily Bible class that uses the King James version of the Bible.  Lessons deal with people in the Bible, Biblical stories, salvation, and memory verses.  In addition, science classes are taught strictly from a creationism perspective with absolutely no emphasis on evolution.  
Bible accounts for approximately 30 minutes of the school day.

6.
Is the K4 program strictly academic?
No.  K4 students receive outstanding academic preparation for kindergarten. However, age-appropriate and developmentally appropriate games and activities are integrated into the school day for these students.  Students have an afternoon nap time daily along with snacks in the morning and afternoon.  Students also have structured and unstructured play time each day.

7.
Do students take a standardized test that determines if they pass or fail a grade level?


No.  Student progression is determined by report cards and teacher recommendation.

8.
How can FWCA help my child who is struggling academically?


FWCA promotes high standards in academics.  A Beka offers a challenging curriculum.  Students coming from the public school arena may need a transition period once they enter FWCA.  Often, students’ grades initially drop a little as they adjust to the demands of the curriculum and the structure in the classroom.  Most students adjust and go on to excel in this environment.  If your child’s struggles are related to the current school environment, FWCA will probably exceed your expectations of a school.  However, students who have some academic deficiencies, especially in reading and math, may continue to struggle until they master basic skills needed for success.  We do address those basic skills, and, as needed, we are willing to provide a brief period of remediation (3 – 4 weeks) with lower level material until the student grasps the concepts that he/she may have missed.  However, if a student continues to struggle with basic skills, there is a strong likelihood that he/she may have to repeat the grade.
9.
Who can attend Family Worship Christian Academy?


FWCA admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to have all rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in administration of its educational polices, admissions policies, scholarship and loan programs, and any other school-administered programs.

Is summer school offered?


Should you child’s grades indicate that summer school is necessary for promotion, you may send him/her to summer school through the public school system.  At this time, we do not offer a summer school program; however, we will notify parents if we decide to offer summer school.

11.
Are you accredited or state approved?


FWCA is state approved through 12th grade.  As a state-approved school, students transferring out of FWCA are treated the same way students transferring from a public school are handled.  A student transferring from FWCA into 5th or 9th grade must take the LEAP test prior to being placed in 5th or 9th grade.  No other grade levels are required to take the LEAP test in order to transfer.  High school students transferring to a public school must pass the GEE prior to graduation.
12.
 Can my child ride a bus to school?


FWCA students currently have the opportunity to utilize our school bus for transportation to and from school at a low monthly cost for tuition-paying students.  K4 students in our state-funded program may ride the bus at no cost.
